Breast cancer patients are eligible to call and make their annual appointments.


Requisitions are required for first visit only.











Diagnostic Requisitions are required.  QEH or PCH mammography department will contact the patient by phone with their appointments.





Screening Results 


Results are sent to Primary care provider (PCP) and patient via letter. 








Abnormal:


Appointment for additional breast imaging sent to PCP and patient via letter. 


When biopsy is requested the report is sent only to the PCP.  PCP notifies patient.





Unaffiliated patients are managed by the program.











Normal:


Recall for the next screen and reminder letter will be sent to patient to book appointment,





Age 40-49: annual recall


Age 50-74: biennial recall





 or as radiologist recommendation                    





Diagnostic Mammogram Results 


Results are sent to the PCP only.  PCP is responsible for contacting patients with their results.











Abnormal:


PCP informs the patient of results.


The PCP notifies patient of follow-up.








Normal:


Breast Cancer patients remain as diagnostic.


PCP informs the patient of results and reminds them book their next mammogram.








Abnormal:


Additional imaging required as recommended by radiologist.  Appointment is sent to PCP only. 


The PCP notifies patient of appointment.





Normal:


PCP informs the patient of results.





Patients eligible to return to the Screening pathway will receive reminder letters via mail.





Patients with breast implants remain in Diagnostic pathway and referral is required from PCP.








Report to PCP/Oncologist is responsible to follow up with patient.











Screening Pathway Benign Results:  Report sent to PCP who informs patient of results and recommendations for recall.





 Patients returning to the screening program receive reminder letters via mail.





Diagnostic Pathway Benign Results:


Report is sent to PCP who informs the patient of results.


No reminder letters for additional mammograms











Screening and Diagnostic Pathway Malignant Results:


Report sent to PCP who informs patient of follow- up. 


PCP is responsible to send requisition to MRI and referral to surgeon.
