Screening Annually:


Known carriers of BRCA1 or BRCA2 genetic mutation                                                        Known 1st degree relative with a genetic mutation carrier/declined testing 


Family history indicating the lifetime risk of breast cancer is ≥ to 25%       (genetically confirmed). Screening Annually is recommended:


Family history – Women 40-74 with first degree relative


Family history – Women under age of 40 can enter the screening program 10 years prior to a first degree relative's age at breast cancer diagnosis                                                                      (An initial referral from your primary care provider is required).                                       Women diagnosed with Atypical Ductal Hyperplasia(ADH), Atypical Lobular Hyperplasia(ALH) or Lobular Carcinoma In-situ(LCIS).

The chance of having an initial abnormal screen and follow-up is relatively high, but the likelihood of having breast cancer is lower than at older ages.  Breast Cancer in younger women tends to be more aggressive.  Your recommendation can make a difference in encouraging women to attend.
