1. Specific clinical features suggestive of Lyme disease (dermatologica l, neurological, etc.)
2. Travel and Exposure History (e.9. Province and nearest city)
3. Tick exposure date (or possible dates) and duration of attachment if known.
4. When a specialist has recommended the test please indicate their name.
