Components of the Continuous Infusion Charting Window 

 

 

 Order Details 

• The name of the IV fluid and additives (if any) are displayed  

• The IV order details and the order comments (if any) are displayed below the IV 

fluid name. 
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Clinical Range Bar 

• The date range defined in the information bar controls the IV documentation that 
is displayed underneath it.  

• The arrows will move date forward or backward one day at a time. 

 

 

IV History  

• The IV history flow sheet sits underneath the clinical range bar. 

 

• It displays a list of IV events available for charting.  
 

1. Begin Bag 
2. Site Change 
3. Infuse 
4. Bolus 
5. Rate Change 

 

• It also displays any documented result that falls within the defined time frame. 

Order History 

The order history section displays the original order and any modifications to that order.  
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IV Charting Details  

• The IV details section displays all the administration details that pertain to a 
particular IV event. 

 

• The items available for charting in this section will vary depending on the type of 
IV event selected.
